(EDLS) were born!

Towns, cities and regions in Europe play a key role 
as promoters of a sustainable local development 
both at home and abroad. In fact, the 17 
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) set by 
the United Nations’ 2030 Agenda for Sustainable 
Development directly concern the policy fields of 
local and regional governments.

Cities and regions must inform and mobilise 
their citizens in favour of a more active and 
responsible citizenship, understanding that global 
development starts by each of our daily actions. 
European local governments are ready to show the 
world that global changes come from local actions 
and they want to take their citizens on board!
